2021 Year End Report

A Status Update for Donors and Supporters of

Walhalla’s Permanent Endowment Fund.

$7,484 Awarded in 2021

The WACF was created to be a resource to
support local community initiatives which
provide a higher quality of life in the Walhalla
area. Last year, the WACF Advisory
Committee awarded $7,484 in two different
grants to the following organizations:

e Gorge Arts & Heritage Council: $3,742
for an air conditioning system in the Walla
Theatre

e Walhalla Community Hospital
Association: $3,742 to replace their
whirlpool bathtub

“Our residents use the tub daily, we complete
over 100 baths a week, and this is an area of
relaxation they enjoy tremendously. We would
like to update their experience,” wrote Debra
Fraser in their grant application. “The new tub
would also be built with a scale in the chair
making it easier for staff to gain much needed
weights on residents who are not able to walk.”

Grants from the WACF are awarded once a
year. Any organization with a 501(c)(3) status
or government agency may apply.

Fund Growth Over the Years

The Walhalla Area Community Foundation ended
2021 with a market value of over $225,000! This
is a permanent fund so that money will provide
grant dollars for our area forever.

How did we get to this amount? First, the
Walhalla Care Foundation established the fund
the North Dakota Community Foundation back in
2009 with a $33,250 gift. We received matching
gifts from NDCF totaling $13,250 and a significant
gift from Lyle & Margie Johnson in 2012. Then,
other families and businesses have donated to
this fund over the years, either through
fundraisers or by sending in a check.

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Philanthropy in Many Forms

The Walhalla Area Community Foundation
(WACF) is one of several funds at the North
Dakota Community Foundation that support the
Walhalla area, including

o Beaulieu Cemetery Fund: established in
1992 to support the historic Beaulieu
Cemetery.

e Frances Fitzsimonds Endowment Fund:
established in 1992 by Frances & Emma
Fitzsimonds, this fund provides annual
support to four area cemeteries.

e Alice Olson Byron Memorial Music
Scholarship: established in 2010 with a gift
from Alice’s family to assist students who
have graduated from a Pembina County
high school.

e Leon Dubourt Gorge Arts Council
Endowment Fund, established in 2015 with
a gift from Leon’s estate to provide
permanent support to the Gorge Arts
Council.

Individuals or families can establish other funds
to support the organizations, schools,
communities or charities they would like. Other
types of funds at NDCF include:

e Donor-Advised Funds: the donor or their
designee(s) recommends grant awards
every year.

e Special Purpose Funds: the donor
specifies when the fund is created which
organizations should receive the grant
dollars and NDCF carries out their wishes
every year.

e Organizational Endowment: an
endowment fund that benefits one particular
organization to further their mission.

o Non-endowed Project Funds: a short-term
fund used to raise money for a specific
project, whether it be a playground or a
building upgrade.

All of the endowed funds at NDCF, including the
WACF, are managed as “qualified North Dakota
endowment funds” and gifts may qualify for the
State 40% Income Tax Credit. This can make a
significant difference at tax time!
